                        Points for Consideration and Emphasis in my claim for Recompense

My claim against the MoD differs not one jot as to substance from the successful claims made in  2004 by others for compensation due to them  because of previous wrongly deducted Income Tax, My recompense remains blocked by the MoD & I R cabal, claiming for example on 29.7.04 that  -    and I quote verbatim,  - “There was no error on the part of the MoD in incorrectly deducting tax from your Service Invaliding retired pay.” (My underlining) Despite the incredulity this weird oxymoron has induced in many who have read it, I was assured by Counsel in 2006 that it is technically valid in law in my case, though it might be challenged
I consider, (as my MP John Greenway put it to the MoD on the 22nd of March ’05) , that the matter of blame and responsibility for the admitted MoD incorrect tax deductions made 48 years ago has no bearing whatsoever on the historical facts of the case, namely that having fought successfully for my tax rebate awarded after 42 years, that money had meanwhile been beyond my reach to invest  or otherwise employ during that period. This met the prime reason for the Minister concerned on June 8th 1999 to declare before Parliament –“The affected pensioners will all receive a full refund of the tax wrongly paid since their discharge, together with a repayment supplement reflecting the interest which might have been accrued on the amount of tax wrongly paid.” 
I continue to fight to be accepted into real life as opposed to submitting to the continuing enforced poverty due to these absurd bureaucratic minutiae. I claim to be part of that “All” above, entitled to receive full recompense based on I.R. calculations. However, seemingly playing for time, and now in my 90th year, officialdom has manipulated that mandatory word “All” so as to invent reasons to leave me as now, OAP apart,  with a disposable income of £35 a month, (that is no typing error ) and dependent on Housing Benefit and Charity for what at most have to be my few remaining years.
It seems that I served before, throughout and for 15 years after World War II, only to be written off now by some of those now comfortable anonymous “children of the future” I fought for in the Burmese jungle and elsewhere 62 years ago. What other countries treat their ex-Servicemen so?
The means by which officialdom has so far defrauded me since 2004of my legitimate recompense is nothing whatever to do with the merits of my claim, which are completely faultless as to fact, I am however vulnerable to the continual bureaucratic obfuscation I had earlier fought for 5 years before actually receiving the rebate itself.  To combat such inhumane maladministration and the many confessed MoD mistakes the Millen Report was set up, aided by Chapter 18 of Government Accounting, but so far these counter-measures are mostly dodged or ignored in Whitehall and fail to draw attention to the injustice I amongst others continue to endure; I fear similar traumas may apply to unquantifiable other elderly people such as bereaved Service widows and dependents, unaware of their possible entitlements. In my own case Counsel last year hinted  that “a more generous Minister, recognizing that you have served your country well might yet pay you”,  This was  in regard to my retirement disabled due to service 48 years ago.
I had paid for the Legal Aid I was granted in 2006 by monthly installments from my old age pension for the preceding 2 years. It was enough finally to take me to Chambers in Lincolns Inn Fields last year. Proceedings however laid predictable emphasis on the niceties of legal procedure but was scant on the merits of my case, “which of course could be argued by fresh Counsel“. I had  of course no funds left for that, otherwise an advocate with guts, and with fire in his belly might have fought for me on principles influenced by the late Master of the Rolls Lord Denning QC, constantly insisting on “being fair and reasonable.” 
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
